HEALTH  
 

Kamran had been started on 

ARVs from 27 th  of May. He 

again developed severe dry 

persistent cough along with 

intermittent fever.  A drop in 

his haemoglobin was recorded 

from  10.4 to 7.2. Kamran had 

to be admitted at  AIIMS 

hospital on 30 th  June. All the 

investigations and tests were 

done and he was diagnosed 

with pneumonia.  

 

After starting Amit õs ART, his haemoglobin had gone down to 4.4, but with 

constant monitoring , special diet and regular medicatio n, his Hb came up to 

8.2 within the period of one month.   

 

Akhil  hurt himself on the forehead while playing cricket. He got fo ur 

stitches . He was given antibiotics and has rec overed well.  



Meena is showing lot of i mprovement with 

her regular physiotherap y. Now she can 

pull herself up and stand with support. 

She can sit on the bench herself without 

support. She is being made to stand with 

support for about 10 to 15 minutes daily .
